“We have signed a master
services agreementwith Vo-
dafone [dea, for deploying
5000 sitesas partof their lar-
ger  nelwork  expansion
plan, for which they have
started locking-in vendors,”
Rahul Sahdev, managing di-
rector, SAR Televenture,
told ET

“We are aiming for a dee-
per partnership with Vi as
there isnooperational hitch
after the company conclu-
ded fund-raisingrecently.”

SAR, a relatively new ent-
rant in the telecom tower
space, plans to invest 2.5
crore for erecting 1000 new
towerswithanaim toadd te-
nancies from Vi and state-
run Bharat Sanchar Nigam
as both network providers
will undergo major network
expansion, hesaid,

As per the company’s fi-
lings, V1 has said that it in-
tends to set up 26,000 new 4G
sites, expand capacity of ex-
isting 40,800 4G sites and set
up 22,000 new 5G sites in the

next two years. According to
Vi, the cost for setting up a
4G site is 7145 million, of
which 1.3 million is to-
wards equipment and 0.15
million istowards services.

SAR’s Sahdev said that mi-
cro-sites is a relatively gre-
enfield opportunity in India
as the large tower compani-
es such as Indus Towers and
Brookfield's ATC deploy
macro sites for coverage up-
tol0 kilometers.“Smallcells
are a low-investment busi-
ness which gives coverage
upto 9 meters, and starts gi-
ving return on investment
within 24 months even with
single tenancy” he explai-
ned.

As for SAR, it has recently
concluded a composite equi-
ty fundraise of 450 crore,
including a Rights Issue of
300 crores and Further
Public Offer of 3150 crore,
backed by anchor investors
such as BoFA Securities, In
tuitive Alpha Investment
Fund, Negen Undiscovered
Value Fund etc.

Of this corpus, ¥273 crore
shall be used to set up fibre-
tothe-home (FTTH) net-
work solutions, 242.5 crore
for setting up an additional
1,000 4G/5G telecom towers,
and 30 crore for incremen-
tal working capital require
ments in FY25, it said in the
prospectus.
