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Go First's Lessors Explore All
Avenues to Get Back Aircraft

Some move National Company Law Tribunal and courts while
others approach the ministries of aviation and finance

Lessors have warned

New Delhi: From mounting legal challenges, to
lobbying with the finance ministry, lessors of Go
First aircraft are deployving several steps to get
possession of theaireraft.

While somie lessors like BOC Aviation, Pembro-
ke Leasing, Accipiter Investments Aircraft have
moved NCLT and Delhi High Court, other lessors
are approaching the ministries of civil aviation
and finance. “These lessors are backed by some
of the world’s largest banks whose investments
in India lie across sectors other than aviation.
They are telling the government about their dis-
comfort about the uncertainties faced by their
business,” said a person aware of the develop-
ment. Lessors backed by multiple top internatio-
nal bankslike Sumitomo Mitsul Banking Corpo-
ration, US conglomerate GE, China Develop-
ment Bank have exposure to Go First.

Their attempt to repossess the Airbus A320neo
aircraft had received a setback on Monday after
the National Company Law Appellate Tribunal
(NCLAT) upheld an order passed by National
Company Law Tribunal (MCLT) admitting the
airline’s insolvency petition with a moratorium
on its assets,

“Lessors can approach NCLT and plead their ca-
se which earlier they felt was not heard. If we can
secure a favourable order for BOCA, it will set a
zood precedent for other lessors,” said Ajay Ku-
mar, managing partner; KLA Legal, who isrepre-
senting the lessors. A second lawyer represen-
ting the lessors said that even if' the aircraft are
under moratorium, they will plead that Go First
hasno right over its use. “We will argue that this
will be a violation of property rights,” he said.

Experts said that Go First should stop having a
non-cooperative, hostile attitude to lessors and
instead start communication with them. “It is ve-
ry important that the resolution professional
communicates and engages with lessors and fol-
low IBC guidelines and contractual obligations
in word and spirit. To protect the asset’s value, he
also needs to ensure that the asset is maintained
during their possession and no cannibalisation
oceurs,” said Vishok Mansingh, CEO of aireraft
leasing company Viman.

The Wadia family-owned low-cost airline on
May 3 filed for voluntary insolvency proceedings
before the Mumbai bench of the National Com-
pany Law Tribunal (NCLT), attributing the deci-
sion to protracted delays in sourcing airworthy
engines from Pratt & Whitney (PW). It asked for
aninterimmoratoriumon itsassets, primarilyto
stoprepossession of aircraft by lessors.
